that tracks heart health, respira-
tion, sleep gquality and stress levels
with 88.4% accuracy as com
to standard medical devices in this
space. Its flagship product is a
small device eponymously named
Dozee that you place under the
mattress and works on a technol-

ogy called ballistocardiography
(ROG), a non-invasive method that
tracks vibrations from every
heartbeat, respiration, and the
smallest of body movements. This
makes it ideal to capture data
without any additional effort from
patients or ers. Dozee has
been installed in over 7,500 beds in
ovar 300 hospitals covering 40 dis-
tricts across Indln to monitor pa-
tients cont 'ar isays
this has helped uvnr 1 lakh pa-
tients and has saved over 2 lakh
nursing hours.

Medtach devices made in India
are also winning accolades abroad.
Medtech venture Agatsa recently
won the India government support-
aed Aegls Graham Bell Award, as
also many other accolades. The

company’s flagship product, called
thife, is sald to be the world's
smallest 12-Lead (a medical-grade
used by professionals) ECG device
that works just by touch.
he company's founders, Neha
Rastogi and Rahul Rastogzl. were
spurred to make the device after
aheart disease scare in the family.
“We wanted to build a device that
anyone could use to check their
